INTRODUCTION

With the ever-increasing number of young (in the Truth) brethren and sisters in Tanzania it has become clear that they need direction. All Scripture is inspired by God and is able to make us wise unto salvation, so wrote the apostle. There are many who are willing to teach but there are few that as yet who have the knowledge to complete this work. With the aid of these lessons it is hoped that the teaching may start, and that our brothers and sisters will begin to grow in knowledge and in faith. 

This four Stage Course of Bible Study is designed to take us through the entire Scriptures of Truth. Each of the first three stages consists of one hundred and twenty-five lessons, constructed to gather in the main points of the Bible Story as it flows and unfolds. The fourth stage consists of 1189 lessons one based upon each chapter of the entire Bible plus additional lessons that introduce books of the Bible, so totalling 1255 lessons.

STAGE FOUR INTRODUCTION

This fourth stage is broken down into fifty sections; comprising 1255 lessons - one for each chapter in the Bible plus an additional 66 lessons one to introduce each book of the Bible.

The lessons deal with each chapter in a verse by verse fashion. Whilst it would be impossible to provide a complete explanation of the entirety of scripture it is believed that this does provide a fairly comprehensive background. 

The writer of this volume has drawn extensively from the works of previous writers. Why try to rewrite a work that is already prepared and written by subject experts who know the subject matter far better than this writer. These sources are named in the reference library of each lesson. To these writers we express our sincere gratitude as without their work this series would never have been possible.

The strong meat is hard to understand. For many this will mean pondering over each chapter many times. It is our hope that you will reuse these chapters when ever you complete your daily reading of Gods Holy Word. May the contents truely light your path until the kingdom comes and Gods will be done in earth as in heaven.

Our aim is to provide verse by verse expositions of the books of the Bible, commencing from Genesis and ending at Revelation. It will require ability, strength, determination, time and material resources to complete this series; and we are utterly dependent upon Yahweh for all these blessings. We recognise that no project of this nature will succeed without His aid; but provided it is given, we propose to slowly and patiently pursue our way towards our objective. We invite readers to share our labours with us. We ask for no slavish deference to what we set before them merely because it is in print, but urge them to exercise their independent thought and careful analysis of it. We hope that these studies may form the basis of personal Bible marking. We know that if this is done, much good will result.

SECTION ONE INTRODUCTION

Genesis comprises the seed-plot from whence the rest of the Bible sprang forth. Everything described in the other books had its beginning in this book before us. The most complex subjects are found here in their embryo stage. The Atonement is seen shadowed forth in its early chapters; Armageddon is typed in the invasion of Chedorlaomer (ch. 14); future developments of history, and of God's dealings with men and nations, are set forth in the form of allegory (Galatians 4:24-31); the basic teaching of the Gospel is laid down therein. In fact, it is safe to say, that it is impossible to properly understand the purpose of God without some comprehension of the book of Genesis.

However, it must be recognised that God has not revealed His purpose in straight-forward language only, but has used type, symbol, metaphor, allegory, parable, prophecy, and so on. Frequently the narrative of Scripture has a typical meaning as well as its literal significance; and this is pre-eminently the case with Genesis. It will be our task to reveal this, as we proceed through the Book.
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
