Your Questions and concerns about the Christadelphian Church answered.

Where do Christadelphians come from? 
Christadelphians are a small flock of Christians that have adopted the faith of the first century Church.  Those who are in the flock of Christ have been using the name Christadelphians for over one hundred years. The name Christadelphian means 'Brother in Christ'. (Hebrews 2: 11; Mark  3: 34- 35; Matthew  25: 40)

Christadelphians how are they different?

We are situated everywhere where he is found. Just as the first Christians who when they had become Christian joined with each other, in their rented room, or our house of meeting. (Acts 1: 13, 2: 46, 18: 7, 19: 9, 28: 30)

How are Christadelphians united?

Ordinarily as with relatives each person within each flock he or she is called Brother or Sister. Group consensus has responsibility for the control of the affairs of the meeting. All are at one in faith and this is the power that unifies the brethren. (Matthew 23: 8- 12: Romans 12: 4- 6, 16: 1; l Corinthians 12: 4- 27; Galatians 3: 28)

What do Christadelphians believe and teach?
We believe that the Bible is the good news which GOD has provided for those in covenant with Him which causes each person to obey in faith. The Bible is the power of truth and by it we are taught how to study, how to pray how to walk circumspectly in service day by day. (Romans 16: 26; John 17: 17; Acts 17: 11)

Important doctrines that they follow

- Almighty GOD
There is one GOD and he alone has immortality and Jesus Christ his son a separate being to God, and the Holy Spirit their power. (Isaiah 45: 5; 1 Timothy 1: 17; Ephesians 4: 6; Luke 1: 35; Acts 1: 8; Luke 24: 49)

- Man
Human beings are mortal and are owners of sin. Everyone is disobedient to Almighty GOD which is sin. To sin means death. Mans lot is to die totally and conclusively. (Job 4: 17; Romans 3: 23, 6: 23; Jeremiah 19: 9; Mark 4: 17; Proverbs 9: 1- 6; Psalm 146: 3-4)

- Jesus

For his pleasure GOD has sent a human being Jesus into the environment of them who are the offspring of flesh and blood. If they believe in him they will not die but they find life eternal. (Matthew 1: 21; John 3: 16)

- Hope

The only hope after death is resurrection and rejuvenation and eternal life in the kingdom of GOD on earth. (Psalm 49: 12- 20; 1 Corinthians 15: 12-50; Romans 8: 23-35; Acts 24: 15; John 11: 25; Revelation 5: 10, 20: 4)

- The sacrifice of Christ

Jesus had the capacity to disobey God. He died to declare the justice of GOD and to deliver those who now recognise this sacrifice for them and approach in belief. GOD resurrected him from the dead, and has given to him power in Heaven and earth, and to save and to act as mediator between GOD in heaven and mankind. (Acts 2: 23-36; Ephesians 1: 19- 23; 1 Timothy 2: 5; Hebrews 4: 14-16; Romans 3: 21-26)

- Jesus to come back 
At the fixed time Jesus will return again to earth. At this time he will resurrect many of those who have died. He will judge all and will re-animate those who are his accomplished faithful disciples. They will be granted eternal life in the kingdom of GOD. (Revelation 22: 12; Luke 21: 20-32; John 5: 28-29; Daniel 12: 2; 2 Timothy 4: 1; Matthew 25: 34)

- Kingdom of GOD

The Kingdom of GOD will stand up here on earth. Jesus Christ he will be the King. You could be among the managers.  Jerusalem will be the capital of the empire. It will include everyone, and the administration it will produce justice and peace without finish. (Daniel 2: 44, 7: 27; Acts 3: 21; Jeremiah 3: 17; Psalm 72: 1; Daniel 7: 14; Isaiah 9: 6-7, 11: 9, 61: 1-11)

- The Covenant

The Gospel is the unchanging covenant of GOD. The promises that He made to Abraham and David in moments of ancient Covenant are applicable today in Jesus Christ. (Galatians 3: 6-9, 25; Luke 1: 31-33; 2 Peter 1: 4; Genesis 13: 14, 17: 1, 22: 15-18; 2 Samuel 7: 12-16)

- Method of deliverance

The way by which to come into the Kingdom of GOD is through belief. Belief is shown by being concerned for one another and being faithful in His word the Bible - Obeying those things that it teaches. Both men and womenfolk they repent of sin and they are baptised and they then copy the example of Jesus. (Hebrews 11: 16; 1 Thessalonians 2: 13; 2 Timothy 3: 15; Acts 2: 37; Mark 16: 16; John  13: 3- 5; Matthew 16: 24-27)

How do Christadelphians Live?

GOD has delivered us from the worst illness of all we have to acknowledge this in our lives. We are now under trial as to whether GOD will save us and grant a position of authority to us. In discourse and good work together with those others in the truth we help each other gain deliverance. (Colossians 1: 3- 11; 1 Peter 2: 1-5; 2 Peter  1: 5-11; James 2: 17, 5: 16; Ephesians 2: 5-10)

By His power GOD tests us each day, all we do is a trial just as Christ who obeyed our Father, and with his love for me made a covenant for mankind. (Philippians 2: 13; 4: 13; Ephesians 3: 20; 2: 1-5; Romans 12: 1-2; Ephesians 5: 1-2)

We make agreements with each other for authority to work. We are honest in matrimony. We make agreements with each other over hospitality, and in speaking. Should perplexity and illness or joy be our lot then whatever we are happy that GOD is ours. (Ephesians 5: 5; 2 Timothy 4: 1-5; John 16: 33; Matthew 5: 1-16; Philippians 4: 4-7)
